1 Brainstorm things about your greatest fear by answering the
four questions at the top of the cinquain template.

2 Onthe template, write a cinquain poem using your brainstorming
ideas. Choose your most colorful and descriptive words for the
poem, but only use the 11 lines. You'll have 8 minutes to write.

(Set the timer for 8 minutes.)

3 When the timer sounds, we'll share our poems with the Group.

Today, we're going to explore our fears
using the cinquain poem formula. First,
let's read a poem about spiders.

Asyou can see, line 5 is a synonym of
line 1. What's a synonym? It's a word
that has the same or almost the same
meaning. In Skye’s poem, “spiders” is
almost the same as “biters.” Another
example is “awful” and “terrible”
